Except as specificallyauthorized, information and data developed
or acquired by, or furnishedto, Sellerin the performance ofthis Purchase Order shallbe used only in connection
with work under this Purchase Order.

3. Conflict of Interest. In additionto any specific Conflict of Interest obligation made part of this Purchase Order
and/or may be pursuantto the provisions of FAR 9.5, Sellerwarrants itis, and shall remainfree of any
obligation or restriction whichwouldinterfere or be inconsistent with or presenta conflict of interest
concerning the work to be furnished by Seller under this Purchase Order.

4. Patent Indemnity. Seller warrants the work performed or delivered under this Purchase Order will notinfringe
or otherwise violate the intellectual property rights of any third party in the United States orany foreign
country. Selleragrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Battelle and Battelle’s Client from and against
any such claims. Nothing in these Terms and Conditionsshall be construed or interpreted to limitor in any
way restrict the rights of the Governmentin regard to data, tooling and otherinformationitowns or has a
rightto use, including the right to authorize the supplier’s use of such data, tooling or otherinformationin
direct contracts betweenthe supplierand the Government.

Subcontractor shall complywith DFARS 252.204-7012,
SafeguardingCovered Defense Informationand Cyber Incident Reporting, DFARS provision 252.204-7019, Notice of NIST SP
800-171DoD Assessment Requirements, DFARS clause 252.204-7020, NIST SP 800-171 DoD Assessment Requirements,
252.204-7021 Contractor Compliance with the Cybersecurity Maturity Model Certification Level Requirement, and any
other cybersecurity requirements applicable to this Subcontract. Battelle reserves the right to auditand assess

requirements applicable to this Subcontract. Failures by Subcontractorto comply with these requirements shall constitute
a breach of Subcontract.

Assignment. This Purchase Order may not be assigned, in whole orin part, nor may any assignment of any
money, due or to become due, be made by Seller, without, in each case, the prior writtenconsent of Buyer.

Disputes. All disputes under thisPurchase Order which are not resolved by mutual agreement may be decided
by recourseto an action at law or in equity. Until final resolution of anydispute hereunder, Seller shall
diligently proceed with the performance of this Purchase Order as directed by Buyer. Any such dispute must be
raised within one (1) year of its accrual.
